Apportionment of National Lottery Funds 
5 July 2010
Background
The Department of Culture Media and Sport (DCMS) is running a consultation focussing on the apportionment of money in the National Lottery Distribution Fund. This consultation seeks views on the Draft Apportionment Order 2010 to enact a change to the shares going to the National Lottery good causes of arts, sport, heritage and charitable expenditure, health, education and the environment.
Third Sector Relevance
With effect from 1 April 2011 DCMS wants to increase the share apportionment for arts, heritage and sport and reduce the apportionment share for the Big Lottery Fund. Many VCS organisations benefit from the Big Lottery Fund. It is important that the views from the sector are heard. One East Midlands would like to respond to this consultation and present VCS views. We are inviting organisations to complete the consultation form below so as to enable us to compile the VCS sector response to DCMS. If you are already responding directly to this consultation we would be glad if you could provide us with a copy of your response. 
Implications for the Sector

The draft statutory order in brief:

The DCMS on 1 April 2011 proposes to increase the share apportionment for arts, heritage and sport to 18% each of the Lottery and reduce the Big Lottery Fund to 46%.  Then on 1 April 2012, to increase the shares for arts, heritage and sport to 20% each of the Lottery and to reduce the apportionment share for the Big Lottery Fund to 40%. The Big Lottery Fund provides funding for charitable causes or those connected to health, education and the environment. The proposed adjustments overtly reduce the amount of funds available for charitable causes and has enabled VCS organisations establish and run various community interest projects. These adjustments are coming at a time when the VCS is already reeling following local authorities spending cuts and the anticipated reduction of funding to the sector. It is important that the VCS let their views known about the potential impact this decision will have on Communities and organisations across this region and seek to influence this decision.
